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INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

Felicitations on your purchase of the Lomo LC-A Instant
Back+! Attached to your Lomo LC-A this is the world’s
first amateur program automatic instant photography
system with long & multiple exposure settings and a
fully expandable range of accessories. Please read

the following manual carefully to be sure you install
your Instant Back correctly and get the most amazing
pictures out of it.

INSTALLING THE LOMO LC-A
INSTANT BACK+

The Lomo LC-A Instant Back+ works with both the
Lomo LC-A and the Lomo LC-A+. First you need to
prepare your camera for its new instant clothes:

1. Take a pair of tweezers and peel off the leather on
your Lomo LC-A at its right side (image 1). Peel it off
until you see the 4 screws fixing the back door.

2. Unscrew the 4 screws using the enclosed screw-
driver [A] (image 2).

3. Take off the Lomo LC-A’s original back door
(image 3).

4. Now take the enclosed hinge [B] and screw it on the
camera with the enclosed 4 screws [C]

(images 4+5).

5. Glue back the leather (image 6).

6. Attach the Instant Back [D] to the Lomo LC-A. Start
with the right side and click the Instant Back into
place (image 7).

7. With the Lomo LC-A’s back open, insert the cor-
rection lens [E] in the chamber right on top of the
camera’s real lens. The long ear of the correction
lens needs to be on the right side. Close the back




and the correction lens will be fixed (image 8).

8. Screw the metal stand [F] into the camera’s tripod
screw mount (image 9).

9. Slide the cold shoe adapter [G] into the Lomo
LC-A’s hot shoe and attach the viewfinder [H]
(image 10).

10. Your Lomo LC-A Instant Back+ is now ready to
rumble!

SHOOTING PHOTOS

With the Instant Back in place and the correction lens
properly fixed you are only seconds away from your
first shot. Here we go:

1. Insert two CR2 batteries (2x3V) into the Instant
Back’s battery compartment [l].

2. Turn on the Lomo LC-A Instant Back+ by switching

the on/off switch [J] to ON.

. Insert a new Fujifilm Instax Mini film.

. Press the film ejection button [K] once to eject the

protection dark slide inside the film pack.

5. Set the ASA dial [M] of your Lomo LC-A to ASA
200. This is the standard setting for using the Lomo
LC-A Instant Back+. To make your image brighter or
darker you can adjust the ASA-settings to a higher
or lower level.

6. Cock the camera’s shutter by pulling the MX-switch
[N] at the bottom of the Lomo LC-A+. If you are
using a Lomo LC-A you need to - just like shooting
normally — manually wind on the film advance spool
[O] for each shot. This can be a bit tricky as parts
of the Instant Back cover the spool. But with a little
practice it’s an enjoyable exercise.

7. Set the focus (according to the Instant Back’s
distance-chart) and shoot.

8. Press the film ejection button, grab the picture and
wait until the picture is fully exposed. Congratula-
tions to your first Lomo LC-A instant photograph!

FOCUSING

The Lomo LC-A Instant Back+ and its correction

lens let you get extremely close to your subjects. For
sharp-as-a-knife shots you need to set the focus of
your Lomo LC-A according to the following chart (also
printed on your Instant Back):

0.8m becomes 0.55m

1.5m becomes 0.8m

3m becomes 1.5m

For everything above set to infinity

SHOOTING TIPS

The Lomo LC-A’s accessories (Wide-Angle lens, Fish-
eye lens, Tunnelvision lens and the Splitzer) are fully
compatible with the Instant Back. These are the bee’s
knees in combination with the Instant Back. Go and try
them out!

Don’t forget to set the distance setting according to

the Instant Back’s distance-chart. For shooting with the
Wide-Angle lens focus according to the lenses distance
settings.

Have a go at long and multiple exposures.

Adjust the ASA-settings on the camera for more control
over your image. For indoor shots and shot in normal
daylight set the ASA to 200 (standard setting). If you are
outside in bright sunlight set it to ASA 400 and if you
are outdoors at night or in environments with very few
light sources set the ASA to 100.

When using a flash take care that it’s not too strong as




this will overexpose your image. If you can’t adjust the
intensity of your flash you can cover it with some sheets
of paper. For using a flash slide it into the Lomo LC-A’s
hot shoe while you use the external viewfinder via the
Instant Back’s cold shoe on the right hand side.
However, the automatic exposure setting of the Lomo LC-A
always measures the light correctly so that you don’t really
need a flash. Long exposures work magical with Instax film
and you should definitely try them.

AFTER SHOOTING

You’ll need to finish the entire pack of Instax film before
removing the Instant Back. Turn the power switch to
OFF to save your batteries. Remove the correction lens
from your camera and keep it in a safe place. If you're
not going to use the Back for a while, then remove the
batteries to keep them as fresh as possible. Again, be
sure to turn the power switch to OFF after you’re fin-
ished. Otherwise, the film may accidentally eject if you
place the camera onto a table or into a bag.

MAKING YOUR ORIGINAL LOMO LC-A
BACK DOOR INTERCHANGEABLE

The Lomo LC-A’s original back door and the Instant
Back can be replaced within seconds. To make your
back door ready for quick interchanging go through the
following steps:

1. Take the Lomo LC-A’s back door and use the pliers
to remove the metal pin [P] that holds the door joint [Q]
(image 11).

2. Remove the door joint (image 12).

3. Re-insert the metal pin (image 13).




4. Now your camera’s back door can be easily at-
tached to the Lomo LC-A and is fully interchange-
able with the Lomo LC-A Instant Back+
(images 14+15).

FILM FORMAT

The Lomo LC-A Instant Back+ uses Fujifilm Instax Mini
film. 10 shots are included in every package. This film
is available for purchase from www.lomography.com
and major photography retailers. Do not attempt to load
the Lomo LC-A Instant Back+ with any film other than
Fujifilm Instax Mini film.

TROUBLESHOOTING

| pressed the Lomo LC-A shutter and there is no response!
If you are using a Lomo LC-A+ check if you’ve
cocked the shutter by pulling the MX switch [N] on
the bottom of the camera. If you are using a Lomo
LC-A wind on the film advance spool [O] on the
right hand side of the camera.

| ejected the film and my picture is totally dark!
Check the batteries of your Lomo LC-A. For doing
so press the shutter and see if the two LED lights
inside the camera’s viewfinder are lit. If not at least
one is lit you should exchange your batteries.

My image is totally blurred and out of focus!
Check if you’ve installed the correction lens [E]
properly and set the camera’s focus correctly.

My image is slightly under- or overexposed.
Try turning ASA dial [M] on the camera to 100 and




shoot again to get a brighter image. Turn the dial to
ASA 400 to get a darker image.

| shot an image but the Instant Back was turned OFF.
Did | shoot a picture or not?
Yes. The picture is waiting for you inside the Instant
Back. Just turn the Instant Back ON, press the but-
ton and eject your masterpiece.

| cannot take the back off by pulling up the rewinding knob
of my Lomo LC-A!
Don’t forget to screw off the metal stand before
taking off the back.

| cannot take out the door joint pin of my original Lomo
LC-A back door.
Try to use pliers and turn the pin while taking it out.
With a little patience it will work out.

My flash doesn’t work on the Instant Back!
Insert your flash onto the original hot shoe of the
camera. The so-called cold shoe of the Instant Back
is only for attaching the external viewfinder and
doesn’t work with a flash.

The film counter on the Lomo LC-A doesn’t turn!
Of course it doesn’t. It’s only for 35mm roll film and
not for Instax Mini film. Please see the film counter
[R] on the Instant Back for counting your shots.

Can | use the Instant Back with my original Lomo LC-A?
Yes. However, the Lomo LC-A Instant Back+ was
not specifically designed for the use with original
Lomo LC-A’s. As they have no MX-button you need
to manually wind on the film advance spool which is
partly covered by the Instant Back. Instant multiple
exposures are only possible with the Lomo LC-A+.
